® Read a biography at home and then ask your student for help with
understanding the "features” of that book.
Donate gently used biographies for our classroom collection.
Volunteer to come read a favorite picture book biography or an
excerpt from a biography that is meaningful to you.

e Look for biographical materials wherever you go—ask your student to

help you look for and find all the places you may encounter

biographies (newsstands, television, movies, etc.).
